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This is based on and extends an idea of Tom O’Brien.
One place around the table has been selected. You can click in the number or the place marker to see a change of colour
Red means Hot and indicates that the place you clicked on is within the spread of the secret place.  So spread =1 means that the secret place itself and one place either side count as hot when selected.  The rest are ‘cold’.
If you click and hold on the Number button you can input a number of places.
If you click and hold on the spread button you can input a number as the new spread.
The hot and cold markers are merely for dragging to near a place so that you can remember what you have deduced about them.
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
