number of sperm; in women only: irregular periods and development of body and facial hair.


Because of these potential side effects, your doctor will want to monitor you at intervals during your treatment. If any of the above do occur, or you notice any other unusual feelings or symptoms, contact your doctor as soon as possible.





How should your medicine be kept?


Keep your medicine out of the reach of children.


Store below 25ºC, protected from light.


Do not transfer your medicine into another container, as it might get mixed up.


If you have any Hydrocortone tablets left over when your doctor tells you to stop using them, return them to the pharmacist.


Do not use the medicine past the expiry date which is clearly marked on the pack.�
REMEMBER, this medicine is for you. Do not share it with anyone else. It may not suit them.
